The Research Seminar of the József Hatvany Doctoral School of Informatics is a course designed to support the scientific development of PhD students. Its aim is to provide a platform for presenting and discussing research results and receiving professional feedback. The seminar offers students the opportunity to present the current state of their research, improve their presentation skills, and build connections with other researchers.
Each student has a total of 20 minutes, of which 15 minutes are allocated for the presentation and 5 minutes for answering questions. The presentation must be accompanied by a well-structured PowerPoint of 10–15 slides, clearly presenting the research objectives, methodology, results, and future plans.
